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1. Overall Description:

Based on the discussions during RAN#45 it is understood that SA2 has requested RAN3 to investigate if core network nodes can control data forwarding at S1 and IRAT handover in the following way:

a) data forwarding is not performed in case proposed by (E-)UTRAN node; and

b) indirect forwarding path is used even if direct forwarding path is available.
RAN3 has discussed potential solutions to the requested functionality and concluded that the applicable core network node could decide:

1) not to include the E-RAB in S1AP Handover Command E-RABs Subject to Forwarding List IE if the forwarding shall not be performed for the E-RAB even if agreed between the RAN nodes;

2) not to include the RAB in RANAP Relocation Command RABs Subject to Data Forwarding List IE if the forwarding shall not be performed for the RAB even if agreed between the RAN nodes;

3) to signal to the eNB DL GTP-TEID IE and DL Transport Layer Address IE reserved in the SGw as in case of indirect forwarding in the Handover Command if indirect forwarding shall be used independent of availability of direct forwarding path;
4) to signal to the eNB UL GTP-TEID IE and UL Transport Layer Address IE reserved in the SGw as in case of indirect forwarding in the Handover Command if indirect forwarding shall be used, provided forwarding is supported source, independent of availability of direct forwarding path;
5) to signal to the RNC Iu Transport Association IE and Transport Layer Address IE reserved in the applicable core network node as in case of indirect forwarding in the Relocation Command f indirect forwarding shall be used independent of availability of direct forwarding path.
Solution described above does not violate the handover principles defined by RAN3 and has no impact on RAN3 specifications.
