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1. Overall Description
RAN3 would like to inform RAN2 that they have made the following agreement at RAN3#65bis meeting on the inbound mobility towards HeNB:
A Release 9 source eNB shall include in the Handover Required message the CSG-ID and Access Mode of target HeNB. The source MME shall perform the access control on the way forward based on the received CSG-ID and Access Mode. Then, upon receipt of the Handover Request message, the target HeNB shall verify the validity of the provided CSG-ID and Access Mode.
The same agreement was reached for UMTS i.e. inbound mobility towards HNB.

For LTE, this agreement was however made under the condition that: 

· the Release 8 ANR procedure is enhanced in release 9 in such a way that it includes the support of CSG-ID reporting upon eNB request for release 9 SIB-reading CSG-capable UEs, 
· the support of the CSG-ID reporting upon eNB request for release 9 SIB-reading CSG-capable UEs is also added to the regular reporting procedure.
Also, the assumption of RAN3 has been a separate PCI split for the hybrid cells.
2. Actions 
To RAN2 : 
RAN3 kindly asks RAN2 to ensure that the condition above is fulfilled and to confirm the assumption on the hybrid cells.
