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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has defined a unique HNB identity use to identify a HNB, based on serial number or IMSI and realm. The definition is:

0<IMSI>@<realm>

Or 

1<OUI>-<SerialNumber>@<realm>

The value to be used for <realm> is not specified. In TS 23.003, the use of realm in 3gpp networks is specified in various scenarios, but not any in relation to HNB. 

RAN3 would appreciate some guidance on the use of realm in HNBs, and specifically asks these questions:

1) Should the definition of realm be left to vendor's choice? (Any realm they own the domain name).

2) If the answer to 1 is no, can CT4 provide specification of the format in 23.003 to enable consistent naming?
