Synchronization

As part of the SYNC protocol procedure, the BM-SC shall set the timestamp of all SYNC packets in one synchronization sequence of an MBMS service to same value. The BM-SC should take into account the following factors for setting the timestamp: arrival time of the first data in the corresponding synchronization sequence, the Maximum Transmission Delay from BM-SC to the farthermost eNB, the length of the synchronization sequence used for time stamping and other extra delay (e.g. processing delay in the eNB).
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
