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Discussion
1 Introduction 
It was recently agreed that for CSG UEs accessing a hybrid cell, the CN would determine the membership status for the UE. This would be requested by the HNB in the initial UE message which would include the CSG-ID and the cell access mode, and the Common ID message would return the membership status. For non-CSG UEs the procedure is not defined, and this looks at the two options for handling this.,
2 Discussion

For non-CSG UEs access control for a closed cell is performed at the HNB-GW and does not involve the CN. It might be expected that a similar scheme should operate for membership status for non-CSG UEs, with a list of IMSI and CSG-ID being provisioned at the HNB-GW, and membership status returned to the HNB by the GW.  This approach has these disadvantages:
a. A separate list has to be provided in the GW from that supported in the CN, and has to be maintained.

b. The CSG membership is not related directly with the UE release status. So the provision of CSG capability in the UE will not affect the CSG subscription information in the network. 
c. As UE was upgraded (or downgraded) then its membership information would have to be added/deleted from the list in the GW and CN.

The alternative is that all membership checks are performed by the CN based on subscription data it holds. This has the advantage that it is UE release agnostic and is not impacted by changes of UE release such as upgrade on downgrade. The same procedure for non-CSG UEs can be performed with the Initial UE message containing the CSG-ID from the HNB and the cell access mode. 

3 Conclusion
It is proposed that non-CSG UEs are handled in the same way as CSG UEs for hybrid cell membership status.
