3 Offline discussion

During the offline discussion only the LPPa transport over S1 and the LPPa Stage 3 TS were looked at. The other input papers could not be considered due to lack of time.

LPPa Stage 3 TS

R3-093097:

· It was commented that for E-CID ’Assistance Data’ should be changed to ’Location Information’ (this should be consistently done in the whole specification also for procedures and message names);
· It was clarified that the Example Procedure is to be removed in favour of the actual positioning procedures;
· It was clarified that the process to be followed for the TS is to agree the skeleton (with update taking into account the comments), then add the content for positioning coming from separate contributions, then having an update produced by the rapporteur and sent to the RAN3 reflector; the resulting TS should be presented to RAN plenary for approval;
· It was not clear if we should keep both the Long and Short Transaction ID; this was added by the rapporteur to keep consistency with PCAP, but no strong feeling was expressed from any party;
· It was agreed to keep the Transaction ID in the Criticality Diagnostics IE.
· With the above comments included in an update, the offline discussion group considered the skeleton ready for approval.
R3-093098:
· Length of Transaction ID is wrong, should be the same as the skeleton; when incorporated in the skeleton, a reference should be added in place of the IE type;

· Reporting of multiple measurements at the same time? This is relevant for AoA+TA:

· The Enumerated Measurement Quantities IE could be made into a list; the reporting message must also be aligned to allow reporting of multiple quantities at the same time; this was agreed by the offline discussion group.

· Need for Serving Cell TAC? It was introduced under the assumptions taken in Release 8; it is to be verified if the same assumptions are still valid. If they are still valid this should be kept, otherwise it can be removed.

· It was clarified why both the transaction id and measurement id are needed (cmp. NBAP and other UMTS protocols supporting measurements and having transaction id);

· With the above changes, it was considered that the proposal would be ready to be approved for inclusion into TS 36.455.

R3-093099:
· No company present at the offline discussion had any comment on this contribution, and it was considered ready for approval as it is.
R3-092861: 

· This can be noted during the online discussion, as it is covered by other contributions according to the proposing company.

LPPa Transport over S1

There are two proposals on the table, which were considered fairly similar. As the proposing company of one of the contributions could unfortunately not be present due to conflicting offline discussions, the offline discussion group reviewed such contribution to collect comments and achieve a common understanding:

R3-092938:
· Why ESMLC ID in the messages?

· Global eNB ID is not needed over S1 interface;

· Correlation ID is enough for routing instead of E-SMLC ID and Global eNB ID.

· >> The Correlation ID has already been agreed by CT4 for the SLs interface (only for UE associated).

Some further discussion is expected with the proposing company involved.
4 Conclusion and proposal

Given the offline discussion, it is proposed to agree to the LPPa Stage 3 proposals with the comments received as per above. The rapporteur is willing to provide updated proposals and incorporate them into the TS skeleton.
It is also proposed to progress and agree on an option for the transport of LPPa over S1, using the submitted contributions. As not all proposing companies could participate in the offline discussion, some online discussion may be needed.

Other submitted contributions were not treated by the drafting session.
