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1. Overall Description
RAN3 would like to inform SA2 that they have discussed the tdoc S2-097501 CR1358 where SA2 has specified the MME behaviour in case that the Path Switch Request procedure partially fails so that there is no remaining default bearer.

RAN3 acknowledges that the MME will consider this scenario like if all bearers would be “failed to be switched” and will thus send back to the target eNB a PATH SWITCH FAILURE message.

RAN3 would like to bring to SA2 attention that RAN3 has release 8 procedural text in stage 3 TS36.413 covering the behaviour of the eNB upon reception of a PATH SWITCH FAILURE message whereby the eNB can decide its further actions.

However RAN3, after analysis, doesn’t think that the SA2 decision on MME behaviour conflicts with this 36.413 text even if it could result in MME and eNB sending messages that cross each other.

RAN3 assumes that SA2 will share this analysis and conclusion, which closes this topic.

2. Actions 
To SA2 : 
RAN3 kindly asks SA2 to take note of RAN3 analysis and to only answer in case they don’t share this RAN3 analysis.
