Description
A correction is needed for the release 9 understanding of the specification concerning the failure of the Location Reporting procedure. 

1.1 Location Reporting Failure indication 

This message was introduced at about the same time than the Trace Activation Failure message. It was insisted for the Trace at that time that since the MME was not the very origin of the Trace, the only scenario useful to signal back the failure of Trace activation was because of an ongoing X2 HO at the trace activation request time.  

The same was supposed to apply to the introduction of the Location Reporting Failure message as the same conditions apply.

It is therefore needed to clarify that the eNB sends the Location Reporting Failure message only when the action failed due to ongoing X2 HO.

1.2 Propagation of the Location Reporting trigger

A related issue is the propagation of location/trace over X2. When the location reporting trigger is propagated over X2, if the target eNB doesn’t support the feature the MME will no more receive Location Report messages without any prior notification from the eNB. This is also the same for the Trace with the criticality ignore in the corresponding IEs of the X2 Handover Request message.
There is little MME can do about this scenario and that’s why MME is not notified of the failure of the trace propagation over X2.
This is why, by analogy, there is no point to notify the MME in the scenario of failure of Location Reporting Control over S1 other than “ongoing X2 HO” described in section 1.1. Same as for Trace.

Conclusion
This paper has explained why the original intention of the Location Reporting Activation was like for the Trace Activation that is to report the failure of the activation only in the case of an ongoing X2 handover, and not for any other case.

While this is clearly captured for the Trace, this is missing and ambiguous for the Location Reporting.

Once confirmed, it is therefore proposed to bring this correction by the CR in Tdoc R3-102320.
