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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has discussed regarding the reliability of DOWNLINK S1 CDMA2000 TUNNELING message delivery due to interaction with X2 handovers, e.g. tunnelled 1xRTT CS Paging from the 1xRTT MSC. It may happen that a tunnelled message is not sent over the air interface due to such interaction. This suggests the 1x RTT MSC needs to repage the UE whenever an X2 interaction that may cause a missed delivery occurs. 
It should be noted that the tunnelling mechanism was however designed to be as transparent as possible to E-UTRAN and therefore it is intentionally not an acknowledged mechanism.  Acknowledging the missed delivery of tunnelled messages towards the MME may also have MME impacts that SA2 should further look into.

2. Action: 
RAN3 requests SA2 to discuss and provide feeedback on whether the CDMA2000 system has already means to provide sufficient end-to-end performance when tunnelling signalling towards LTE, hence avoiding the need for impacting eNB and MME, or if this should be seen as an issue.
