1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to ask SA2 for guidance regarding the use of ARP in MBMS for LTE release-10.

In the Work Item “Further enhancements to MBMS for LTE” in release-10, RAN3 discussed ARP used at admission control in combination with the UE Counting functionality also being standardised in release-10. RAN3 have come to the conclusion that in order to utilize the radio resources efficiently, for instance during admission control, the RAN may not follow the Priority Level strictly. 

RAN3 propose that the MCE shall take the Priority Level into consideration when performing pre-emption but the MCE shall be allowed to take information available in the MCE into consideration. For instance, a session being broadcasted in an MBSFN area may be removed if the UE counting indicates that zero connected UEs are receiving the service. This exception is valid for sessions with Pre-emption vulnerability set to pre-emptable only.

RAN3 kindly ask SA2 if any interoperability problems are identified if the Priority Level in the ARP for sessions with Pre-emption Vulnerability set to pre-emtable is not strictly followed at RAN admission control. 
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
