Introduction
A proposal for the proposed Rel-10 RLF Report enhancement was developped during RAN3#69bis offline discussions. This paper describes the alternative simple solution, already available without standards impact.

Solution
Looking closer at the use-case 5 (RLF without handover being initiated (too late handover or coverage hole)) in Fig. 1, the eNB has the following knowledge:

· Which measurements (if any) were configured in the UE.

· That the UE has performed a Reestablishment attempt in an other eNB (reception of RLF INDICATION message).

The second bullet also implies that the UE didn't "disappear" in a big coverage hole which can not be corrected by decentralised actions in the eNB (like the user parking the car in the basement while the UE is in connected mode). Such use-cases need particular treatment or standardisation in case idle mode reconnection MRO methods are used.
In our view the above mentioned information is sufficient for the eNB to either modify the measurement configuration or its handover thresholds, which are the two possible de-centralised corrective actions for this use-case.

Conclusion
We don't need a costly Rel-10 enhancement of the RLF Report for use-case 5. The other use-cases are low priority.

Proposal 1: RAN3 agrees upon that the Too late handover MRO use-case doesn't need extra standardisation in Rel-10.
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
