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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for the LS R2-104232/S2-103205 LS response on support for Priority for terminating sessions for MPS.

RAN2 has discussed the handling of priority for CSFB mobile terminated calls to UMTS.  To address certain network implementation where ACB/ PPAC is not used for this purpose, RAN2 agreed to provide a new cause value “CS Fallback High Priority” in LTE RRC connection release message.  RAN2 agreed to UE to use the Establishment cause value “Terminating High Priority Signalling” in RRC Connection Request in the subsequent eMPS CSFB access in UMTS. However, since the establishment cause value for RRC Connection Request is defined in CT1 specification, RAN2 kindly asks CT1 to use the cause value “Terminating High Priority Signalling” for this case.
RAN2 assumes that the eNB will use the “CS Fallback High Priority” from S1-AP to set the “CS Fallback High Priority” in LTE RRC connection release message.
RAN2 see this as a different solution and RAN3 are still invited to discuss necessary enhancements to complete a PPAC based  solution e.g. load information exchange enhancements.

RAN2 kindly asks CT1 to use the cause value “Terminating High Priority Signalling” for mobile terminated CSFB Connection attempts in UMTS when the cause value indicated in LTE RRC Connection Release is “CS Fallback High Priority”.

RAN2 kindly asks SA2 and RAN3 to take into account the above for progressing their work in the eMPS area.
