 “If the Broadcast Cancelled Area List IE is not included in the KILL RESPONSE message, the MME shall consider that the eNB had no ongoing broadcast to stop for the same Messge Identifer and Serial Number.”
So, the currently specified presence of the BroadcastCancelledAreaList IE in ASN.1 doesn’t correspond to the intended behaviour.
