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1. Introduction
At RAN WG3 #70bis an enhancement to the current overload procedure was agreed in principle in [1].
A revised version of [1] was submitted in [2] as rev. 1, with a simplified and better readable procedural text. Therefore [2] need to be presented again for endorsement. 
Furthermore, we submit a CR in [3] to clean up related stage 2 impacts in [4].

2. Status and proposal

In the agreed in principle CR at RAN WG3 #70bis in [1], procedural text is included, describing the message handling of the IEs. 
In detail, text in the already agreed in principle CR against TS 36.413 [1]:
If an overload action is ongoing and the eNB receives a further OVERLOAD START message, the eNB shall replace the information contained within the previously received OVERLOAD START message by the information received within the last one. 

The revised Version in [2] gives a simplified and better readable procedural text:

In detail, text in the new revised CR against TS 36.413 [2]:

If an overload action is ongoing and the eNB receives a further OVERLOAD START message, the eNB shall replace the ongoing overload action with the newly requested one.information contained within the previously received OVERLOAD START message by the information received within the last one. 

PROPOSAL 1
· It’s proposed to agree on the revised CR against TS 36.413 in [2], with the new simplified and better readable procedural text 
In [1] & [2], procedural text is included, describing the message handling of the IEs. This is in line with past agreements in RAN3 to keep IEs and text describing the related message handling together in Stage 3
However, similar procedural text as captured in [1]&[2] is captured in Stage 2 Specification [4] as well.
In detail, text captured in the stage 2, TS 36.300 [4] currently:
If the Overload Start message is received whereas there is already an ongoing overload action, the eNB shall replace the ongoing overload action with the newly requested one. 

PROPOSAL 2
· It’s proposed to clean up specifications, by removing the related procedural text in Stage 2 specification [4] by endorsing the CR given in [3]. 
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
