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1 Introduction 

36.401 is today referring to ITU-T Recommendation G.8261/Y.1361 as 
[10]
ITU-T Recommendation G.8261/Y.1361 (2008-02): "Timing and Synchronization aspects in Packet networks".

The version (2008-02) for this ITU-T Recommendation G.8261/Y.1361 does not exist in ITU-T. The available version in ITU-T is 2008-04. Normally in 3GPP, it is not allowed to refer to a specification which does not exist. The easier way is to just update the version, or just to remove the referred spec from 36.401. The later one should be avoided because the references has been referred from Rel8.  It is therefore recommended in this paper to update the version.  

However, it has to be clear what kind of changes had been done from 2008-02 to 2008-04. This contribution has done some comparison.   The conclusion is that, the changes were only editorial therefore it is proposed to update the referred version.
2 Discussion

2.1 ITU-T spec G.8261/Y.1361version introducing in RAN3
The reference was introduced in RAN3#60 (R3-081019 CR10  to 36.401). Quoted from RAN3#60 minutes(R3-082240):
R3-081019
Frequency synchronization requirements in case of Synchronous Ethernet synchronization method (CR 10 to 36.401 Rel-8) (Orange)

discussion: Yannick Bouguen (Orange) informed that the relevant ITU recommendation is not available yet and the CR will be re-submitted to the next meeting. Later during the week the changes were approved by ITU-T and the CR could be agreed.

conclusion: agreed
The CR was based on a LS from ITU-T in RAN3#59bis R3-080577. The draft version of ITU-T Recommendation G.8261/Y.136 was attached. They were: 
1)TD 478R1(PLEN/15) is a TD contained the draft of G.8261. This TD said “This TD contains the latest draft of the revised Recommendation G.8261. This version of the Recommendation was agreed during the Q13/15 meeting, held in Geneva the 11 - 22 February 2008”
2)TD 487R1 (PLEN/15) is a TD contained the draft of G.8264. This TD said “This document contains the final draft of G.8264 produced by Q13/15.”
3)TD 497R1(PLEN/15) is a TD contained draft Amendment 1 to G.8262/Y.1362. This TD said “This TD is proposed for consent at the SG15 final plenary of this meeting. It provides the Amendment 1 to the ITU-T G.8262/Y.1362 version that has been consented on June 2007.”
RAN3 in the same week discussed this topic by R3-080646, and in next RAN3#60 the CR in R3-081019 was agreed. The G.8261/Y.1361 in TD 478R1(PLEN/15) which is 2008-02 was then referred in 36.401. (The agreed R3-081019 was merged by Rapporteur in R3-081589, which was approved in RP-080303 (RAN#40)).
2.2 Comparison of draft version (2008-02) and approved version (2008-04) of ITU-T G.8261/Y.1361
As showed in above chapter 2.1, the draft version of ITU-T G.8261/Y.1361 was the TD 478R1(PLEN/15) which was 2008-02, and the published ITU-T G.8261/Y.1361 was 2008-04. The attached excel sheet has shown the differences.

In summary, the differences are document style, editorial and other small cosmetic updating. It seems that there was no significant technical update. Also those clauses that 36.401 is referring i.e. clause 9.2.1, 12.2.1 and Annex A of ITU-T G.8261/Y.1361, have only editorial changes.
3 Conclusion and proposal.
The difference between the 2008-02 version and the 2008-04 version of ITU-T Recommendation G.8261/Y.1361 are related with the document style, editorial and other minor things. It is therefore concluded that it will be no problem to update the reference from draft version 2008-02 to version 2008-04 in 36.401.

It is then proposed to change the referred version of ITU-T G.8261/Y.1361 from 2008-02 to 2008-04.
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
