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1. Introduction
This paper presents the way forward following offline discussions on some of the open issues discussed at RAN3#73 on agenda item 10.4. 
2. Discussion
Actions in eNB at Suspension Request received from the MCE (tdoc R3-112111)
It is clarified that the MCCH content synchronization can be ensured with the “shall” added to the update of the MCCH information and then a “may” can be left for the release of RAN resource to allow the scenario whereby an eNB has got plenty of resources  and decide to keep RAN resources allocated despite a waste of resources. The CR in tdoc R3-112111 has been revised accordingly for agreement.
Synchronization at MBMS Service Resumption (tdoc R3-111863)
Given the agreement discussed above on revised R3-112111, an eNB may keep RAN resources at Suspension or may release them. It then becomes important to clarify when data should be delivered after Resumption received in the eNB since data can be readily sent over the radio. If this is not specified content synchronization of data could be lost due to different set of services delivered in a given scheduling period at different eNBs. It was then agreed that data delivery should be resumed at the scheduling period following MCCH update time. The CR in tdoc R3-111863 has been revised accordingly for agreement.
Multiple Counting Requests messages (tdoc R3-112038, 2084, 2112)  
It was agreed that the best solution was to have the MCE coordinate the requests received for a given MBSFN area during the duration of a modification period. This means the MCE will combine into one M2 Counting Request per modification period all counting requests corresponding to a same MCCH Update Time and same MBSFN Area ID. The MCE will then send this combined counting request at the appropriate time before the modification period start. One way of specifying this solution is simply a revision of the CR in tdoc R3-112039 whereby it is stated that an eNB accepts only one M2 Counting Request per modification period.
3. Conclusion and Proposal
It is proposed to agree on the way forward and agree on the corresponding three revised CRs.
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
