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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to inform RAN3 that during SA5#80 SA5 had additional discussions on the need to distinguish the CELL TRAFFIC TRACE message between the regular trace and MDT trace. The result of this discussion was the agreement that Immediate MDT and Logged MDT require different mechanisms at the MME to enable the multiple cell selection for MDT data collection. For immediate MDT, a combined identity of TR, TRSR and cell global ID of the UE’s serving cell is used to uniquely identify a trace recording session in an area based MDT job. Therefore, there is a need to distinguish the following 3 cases:

· CELL TRAFFIC TRACE message sent for the purpose of trace session;

· CELL TRAFFIC TRACE message sent for the purpose of Logged MDT trace session;

· CELL TRAFFIC TRACE message sent for the purpose of Immediate MDT trace session.

For combined job type “Immediate MDT and Trace” the CELL TRAFFIC TRACE message sent for the purpose of Immediate MDT trace session shall be used.
