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1   Introduction
During the discussion in the RAN3#75 meeting, there is a discussion related to correcting the definitions of MRO for Rel11. Concerns were raised about the possible impact between this area and other MRO improvements discussed within the SON WI for Rel11.
In this document we clarify the relationship between the proposed changes for MRO definition 
2   Discussion
The previously proposed corrections of the MRO definitions are aiming at resolving two issues:

· Ambiguous MRO definitions not aligned with current detection mechanisms, where the current problem definition is matching the detection triggered by RRC re-establishment but not the detection triggered by RRC connection setup (RLF report from idle)

· Inability to support the case of multiple handover preparations, where the current MRO detection mechanism triggered by RRC re-establishment cannot detect handover to wrong cell in case multiple neighbor cells are prepared for hand over.
The proposed solution which has been on the table for a long time aligns the problem definition and the detection mechanisms to match the detection triggered by RRC connection setup (RLF report from idle). This requires that the RRC re-establishment cause is included in the RLF indication.

The impact of this change is that the detection mechanism triggered at RRC re-establishment is slightly modified. It will not affect the handling of MRO triggered by the reception of the RLF report, since this detection is not modified.

The currently proposed changes to MRO in the SON WI of Rel11 contain:

· Inter RAT MRO support, by the addition of new information in the RLF report

· Intra LTE MRO improvements, by adding new information to the RLF report and/or by adding new information to the HO report.

· Inter RAT Ping pong detection by adding/modifying an X2 message and adding the cause into the UE history

In none of the above areas, there have been any suggestions involving the MRO detection mechanism triggered at RRC re-establishment. 

3   Conclusion 
In this document we present why there is no relationship between the proposed changes and the currently discussed improvements of MRO within the SON WI in Rel11.
Based on this, and based on the advantage of finally agreeing on how to correct MRO definitions and detection methods to give a solid ground for MRO and to give early indication on the preferred corrections, we propose that RAN3 considers approving these changes for Rel11, even if the work on SON WI in Rel11 is not yet finished. 
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
