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	The current proposal for updating the SRS configuration related to a previously requested UTDOA positioning measurement relies on including the “old transaction ID” (referred to as Updated Transaction ID) in the UTDOA Information Update message.  
However this is not the agreed mechanism used over LPPa to correlate multiple procedures related to a same transaction (i.e. measurement) as was re-confirmed at RAN3#77bis. For example, the E-SMLC could reallocate the transaction ID after the UTDOA Information Exchange class 1 procedure has terminated, leading to an identification mismatch at the time the UTDOA Information Update message is being sent by the eNB using that transaction ID.
