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1 Description 
Handling of inbound mobility to shared closed cells has already been decided and solved with the decision to change UE behaviour from release 12 onwards: in release 12 the UE will newly report the list of PLMNs that pass access control and pass the CSG whitelist for that UE.

Now the question arises whether same change of UE behaviour is worth doing for the three remaining scenarios of inbound mobility towards shared hybrid/open cells as it is proposed in tdoc R3-130577 at RAN3#79bis:

Scenario 1:  target cell is shared hybrid CSG member 
Scenario 2: target cell is shared hybrid non CSG member 

Scenario 3: target cell is shared open cell

For scenario 1 it seems clear that we need the same solution as for the target shared closed cell so that the UE is directed by the source eNB towards a PLMN for which it will be a member compared to a PLMN where it will not be a member.
But for scenarios 2 and 3, change of UE behaviour and RRC signalling could be saved because source eNB should know the list of supported PLMNs in the target node and also should know which ones are equivalent PLMNs for that UE. Therefore source eNB can make the selection.
It is proposed to send a liaison to RAN2 in that direction.
The same considerations apply to 3g as well.
2 Conclusion and Proposal
This paper has analysed the three remaining scenarios for inbound mobility towards shared hybrid/open cells and concluded that RAN3 has solutions for scenarios 2 & 3 and should ask RAN2 for scenario 1.

It is proposed to send the liaison in [1] to RAN2.
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
