1 Description 
Clarification of session duration

The “time of MBMS data transfer” has been introduced in release 11 over M3 interface. This IE may be used instead of the “Minimum time to MBMS data transfer” in the distributed architecture case. 

While the “Minimum time to MBMS data transfer” is assumed to represent a relative start time of packets delivery, the new “time of MBMS data transfer” represents an absolute time of delivery.

However when the new IE was introduced, a new Session Duration IE was not introduced but the existing Session Duration IE was reused. This means that the current Session Duration IE is “shared” between the two following scenarios:

· Scenario1: both the “time of MBMS data transfer” and the “Minimum time to MBMS data transfer” are provided in the MBMS SESSION START message. 
· Scenario 2: only the “Minimum time to MBMS data transfer” is provided in the MBMS SESSION START message.

However the meaning of session duration could be assumed not to be the same in these 2 scenarios and should be clarified. One interpretation could be that the following difference applies:
· If the time of MBMS data transfer IE is not present in the SESSION START REQUEST message, the session duration represents the duration relative to the arrival time of the message SESSION START REQUEST.

· If the time of MBMS data transfer IE is present in the SESSION START REQUEST message, the session duration represents the duration relative to the time indicated in the time of MBMS data transfer IE,

Proposal: it is proposed to agree the CR in [1] to clarify the definition of the Session Duration IE in the two scenarios described here-above.
