RAN3 has received the LS [1] from CT4 regarding restoration of warning message delivery upon eNB failure/restart.

Discussion
This is a discussion paper answering and discussing the LS from CT4 regarding possible approaches to indicate to the CBC that the eNB needs reloading of its warning message data:
Are there use cases for which an eNodeB would need to reload its warning message data from the CBC while the S1 interface is operational (i.e. S1 Setup Request has already been sent, S1 signalling connections are established, the eNodeB has stored warning message data)? Wouldn't this be the case e.g. if one cell of the eNodeB is unbarred while traffic is going on in other cells of the eNodeB?

We do not see any use cases for which an eNB may lose or forget the PWS information while S1 signalling connections are established. Our understanding is that a PWS information data could be stored in the eNB where it is not affected by cell barred/unbarred. Figure 1 illustrates such implementation
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Figure 1: The figure illustrates how the PWS information in the eNB is separated from the cells.
As long as S1 connection is operational, eNB receives all signalling required keeping PWS information updated and this is also acknowledged over the S1 interface. When the cell is unbarred, the eNB can configure the cell broadcast the information which the CBC has requested.

Conclusion and Proposal

This is the propose answer to the incoming LS:

· There are no use cases for which an eNB may lose or forget the PWS information while the S1 interface is operational.
· PWS information data would be stored in the eNB where it is not affected by cell barred/unbarred
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
