As usual before a Release freeze, rapporteurs are asked to do a thorough check of specifications. This paper lists the issues spotted while checking TS 36.413v12.3.0
2 List of issues and solutions

2.1 Issue#1: Typos, misspellings, etc.
Several typos, misspellings, etc., were found throughout the specification.

These are a few examples of the corrections made:

· In subclause 9.2.1.22 a missing ‘IE’ added;
· Extra blank space removed from the title of subclause 8.3;
· Corrected an IE name in subclause 8.4.7.2;
· In 8.7.1.2.2, the text “The MME shall in the RESET ACKNOWLEDGE message include”, was replaced by “The MME shall include […]”.

These are all the subclauses that were affected by this type of correction: 8.3 (Title), 8.4.1.2, 8.4.3.2, 8.4.7.2, 8.6.2.3, 8.7.1.2.2, 8.7.3.4, 9.1.3.2, 9.1.3.4, 9.1.3.6, 9.1.4.1, 9.1.4.3, 9.1.5.4, 9.1.5.5, 9.1.5.9, 9.2.1.60, B.1.3, B.1.7
2.2 Issue#2: Introduction of SIZE() construct

In RAN3#83bis it was acknowledged that many tables included definitions of OCTET STRING, PrintableString and BIT STRING without the SIZE( ) construct. This represents a misalignment with the related ASN.1 code. 

It was then agreed to introduce where missing such SIZE() construct (see example below). The affected subclauses are: 9.1.8.5, 9.1.8.10, 9.1.11.2, 9.1.11.3, 9.1.18, 9.2.1.4, 9.2.1.6, 9.2.1.80, 9.2.2.2, 9.2.2.3, 9.2.3.1, 9.2.3.2, 9.2.3.9, 9.2.3.25, 9.1.8.4, 9.1.8.5, 9.1.8.7, 9.1.8.10, 9.2.1.4, 9.2.1.31, 9.2.1.37, 9.2.1.38, 9.2.1.40, 9.2.1.44, 9.2.1.45, 9.2.1.53, 9.2.2.1, 9.2.3.10.

2.3 Issue#3: Introduction of reference for ASN.1 Coding Rules
In RAN3#85, it has been discussed how to introduce the ASN.1 coding rules in the LTE specifications [1] and it was agreed to copy the text used in the UMTS specifications (e.g., in TS 25.413). Therefore, the following text has been added in subclause 9.2.0:

After RAN3#85bis the following issues have been found

Issue#4: Corrected typo in description of “UE Lost” cause (from “loosing the radio connection” to “losing the radio connection”) in Radio Network Layer cause table of subclause 9.2.1.3.
Issue#5: Corrected caption of figure in subclause 10.1, from “Figure 10.1” to “Figure 10.1-1” so that it is aligned with the style of other captions in the document.
Issue#6: Corrected in procedural text of subclause 8.14.2.1 the message name, from “DIRECT INFORMATION TRANSFER” to “MME DIRECT INFORMATION TRANSFER”.

Issue#7: Corrected the title of TS 22.220 from “Service requirements for Home NodeBs and Home eNodeBs” to Service requirements for Home Node Bs and Home eNode Bs”.
