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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has discussed requirements from a number of operators to introduce signaling support for autonomous removal of X2 interfaces, among which:
· The whole process to remove an X2 interface shall be autonomous to the utmost extent;

· There shall be no requirement on timing or sequence of OAM actions (e.g. concurrent action on several OAMs and/or any timing constraint on OAM action shall not be required);

· Configurations preventing the removal of an X2 interface should be detected and autonomously resolved; if this is not possible, the issue should be brought to the operator’s attention;

· An X2 interface shall not be removed without the consent of both eNBs involved.
RAN3 has therefore agreed the attached CRs which introduce new signaling for autonomous removal of X2.
