Detailed discussion
Many use cases were proposed in last RAN3 meeting. There may be many different interpretations on Context Aware Service Delivery. The different interpretations may cause many possible solutions. Considering the limited time and same topic is also proposed for 5G-NR, it is necessary to follow some basic LTE principles in order to have the right scope, and minimize the impact to LTE. The proposed principles cover security, Policy Control, Charging, QoS, mobility, UE IP address allocation, and Lawful Interception. 
There was some misunderstanding that the proposed principles may prevent certain solutions. We would like to clarify this is not the case. The proposed principles are very fundamental principles in current LTE system. Modifying these principles may cause big changes that beyond RAN3 control, considering this is only a RAN3 SI. This does not exclude a solution requiring changes to current standard. Any proposed solution will be studied with considering the required changes and the benefit. On the other hand, if there is no limitation, it may cause endless debate, which may jeopardize the completion of this SI. We propose this SI shall follow some basic LTE principles.
