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1 Introduction 
In RAN2#93bis and RAN3#91bis meetings, the study item of HSPA and LTE joint operation [1] was discussed intensively. Moreover, some agreements and preliminary consensus of last RAN2 and RAN3 meetings are captured in this document and referred as the directions of further discussion.

2 Summary
2.1 RAN3 WG
· The skeleton TR was agreed 
· A new section of evaluation criteria was captured.

· Scope, use case description and working assumption were agreed and updated.
2.2 RAN2 WG
According to the online discussion and chairman note of RAN2#93bis meeting, there was one common understanding about the RRC design.

· The common understanding in RAN2 is: dual RRC approach is preferred.

In order to avoid introducing a new interface, maintaining separated RRC links of 3G and 4G in the UE side are necessary for the case of concurrent transmission of 3G CS and 4G PS. 
Proposal: Considering the above RAN2 and RAN3 preliminary agreements for further discussions when designing the possible solutions.
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
