Shared RAN deployment
NR should support shared RAN deployments , supporting multiple hosted Core Operators. The Shared NR RAN could cover large geographical areas, as in the case of national or regional network sharing. The Shared NR RAN coverage could also be heterogeneous, i.e. limited to few or many smaller areas, for example in the case of Shared in-building RANs. A shared RAN should be able to efficiently interoperate with a non-shared RAN.
Each Core Operator may have their own non-shared NR RAN serving areas adjacent to the Shared NR RAN. Mobility between the non-shared NR RAN and the Shared NR RAN shall be supported in a way at least as good as for LTE. 

The Shared NR RAN may (as for the case of LTE) operate either on shared spectrum or on the spectrum of each hosted Operator.
