User Plane

The Xw user plane interface (Xw-U) is defined between eNB and WT. The Xw-U interface provides non guaranteed delivery of user plane PDUs. The user plane protocol stack on the Xw interface is shown in Figure 22B.1-1. The transport network layer is built on IP transport and GTP-U is used on top of UDP/IP to carry the user plane PDUs.

For LWA, if Xw-U user data bearers are associated with E-RABs for which the LWA bearer is configured, GTP-U conveys LWA PDUs and a RAN Container containing flow control information. The RAN Container is carried in the "RAN Container" field of the GTP-U extension header.
For the uplink data, the WT may either use the appropriate GTP-U tunnels according to the DRB Identity, or all the data may be transferred in the first of the currently configured uplink GTP-U tunnels.
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
