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1. Introduction
In RAN3#93 meeting, on the support of small and variable MBMS areas in V2X, RAN3 has evaluated the four options of the solution in TR 36.885 and would take options 2 and 4 as the working assumption:

· Option 2: Single TMGI in non-overlapped local MBMS Service Areas

· Option 4: Different TMGIs to the MBMS Service Areas when there is overlap, in order to be able to transmit different V2X messages in the MBMS Service Areas with overlap.

And the LS [1] is sent to RAN2 to further evaluate the two options. 

In RAN2#95bis meeting, RAN2 evaluated the two solutions and thought they’re agreeable; see the details in the LS response [2].
In this contribution, we follow the LS of RAN2 and propose to capture the option2 and option4.

2. Discussion
In RAN2#95bis meeting, RAN2 have evaluated the options provided in the LS from RAN3 [1]. The following agreements have been reached and captured in the LS response [2]:
· From RAN2 standards perspective Option 2 and Option 4 are feasible and can be supported

· According to the legacy specification, UE is not required to monitor more than one MBSFN area but is able to.
Following the agreements of RAN2, it’s suggested to take Option 2 of single TMGI based solution and multiple TMGI based solution (Option 4) as baseline alternatives for the issue of how to broadcast V2X in small and overlapped areas.

Proposal 1: The Option 2 of single TMGI based solution and multiple TMGIs based solution (option 4) should be taken as base alternatives for V2X message transmission in small broadcast areas.
Proposal 2: RAN3 is requested to discuss and agree the attached CR [3].
3. Proposal
In this contribution, we further discussed the option 2 of single TMGI solution and multiple TMGI based solution (Option 4), and given the following proposals:
Proposal 1: The Option 2 of single TMGI based solution and multiple TMGIs based solution (option 4) should be taken as base alternatives for V2X message transmission in small broadcast areas.
Proposal 2: RAN3 is requested to discuss and agree the attached CR [3].
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
