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1   Introduction
Based on the summarization in the way forward for Light Connection in [1], the open issue 10 addresses the CN paging assistance:
Issue 10: CN Paging Assisstance 
In this contribution, we provide our view for further progress of the issue.
2   Discussion

2.1   Issue 10: CN Paging Assistance
Regarding the CN Paging Assistance, there are 3 options on the table:
1) The UE Context in the anchor eNB is kept in “light connected mode”. The anchor eNB keeps the control of the overall paging process
2) The UE Context in the anchor eNB is kept in “light connected mode”. The anchor eNB “hands over” the responsibility of the paging process to the serving MME.

3) The UE Context in the anchor eNB is released. The MME is in responsible to page the UE.
Option 3 could work without standard impacts. While in option1 and option 2, significant standard works are foreseeable to support that the eNB requests MME to assist the paging or “hands over” paging responsibility to MME. Considering the tight schedule in R14 for light connection, we suggest to discuss such optimization in next release.
Proposal 1: For CN Paging Assistance, option 3 is preferred.
3   Conclusion and proposals
Based on the discussion, we propose RAN3 to agree the following proposals for each open issue:
Proposal 2: For CN Paging Assistance, option 3 is preferred.
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
