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1   Introduction
Based on the summarization in the way forward for Light Connection in [1], the open issue 8 addresses the impact on possible legacy functionality for Light Connection:
Issue 8: Possible Legacy functionality impact needs to be discussed if confirmed
In this contribution, we provide our view for further progress of on the issue.
2   Discussion

2.1   Issue 8: Possible Legacy functionality impact 
RAN2 has agreed that I-eDRX and PSM mode are not used for lightly connected UEs. From RAN3 point of view, to align with RAN2’s agreement, we have two choices: 
· Do nothing
Since both the UE and network are in RRC_CONNECTED state, even if the UE and network has negotiated PSM, the UE and network will not start PSM timer before the UE and network enter into IDLE mode. So no problems will be raised. We also assume that anchor eNB will configure the UE to IDLE mode after the UE has stayed in lightly connection for a period of duration, and then I-eDRX and PSM could be started after the UE entered into IDLE mode.
· Indication on S1 for special UE requirement 
Some optimizations have been proposed by companies, for example the CN could indicate to eNB of the UE’s power saving state for example “PSM negotiated”. With such indication, the eNB will not configure the UE into lightly connected state, thus the UE could enter into PSM mode as early as possible. There also some considerations that the indication could be more generic, so that a common S1 signalling solution is intruded addressing different scenario for example, PSM or I-eDRX and so on. A generic indication for example “Light Connection Not Recommendation/Supported” is beneficial as with which we does not need to handle all similar requirements case by case. 
The indication is helpful for the eNB to determine the time lengthen when the UE stays in light connection. For example, if “Light Connection Not Recommendation/Supported” is received, the eNB may decide to directly release the UE to IDLE after a period of inactivity or may control the UE to stay in lightly connected state for a short period of time and then release the UE to IDLE.  
Proposal 1: A generic indication for example “Light Connection Indication”  is preferred to be introduced on S1

3   Conclusion and proposals
Based on the discussion, we propose RAN3 to agree the following proposal open issue 8:
Proposal 2: A generic indication for example “Light Connection Indication” is preferred to be introduced on S1

Based on these proposals, it is proposed to endorse the CR in [2] as baseline for and S1AP. 
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
