1. Introduction
In the last meeting, many FFS for NG interface procedures in TR [1] was removed. In this contribution, we focus on PDU Session Management procedures and provide our view on it.
2. Discussion
According to section 7.2.4 in TR [1], PDU Session Management procedures over the NG interface were denotes as follows:
	PDU Session Management Procedures:
-
PDU Session Setup: Needed to establish a PDU Session and assign resources to it according to the QoS and other configuration parameters assigned to the flow(s) configured within the session
-
PDU Session Modify: Needed to modify a previously configured PDU session, related QoS flows and respective New RAN resources

-
PDU Session Release: Needed to release a previously configured PDU Session and related New RAN resources


After one or more PDU sessions for the UE are established by the Initial Context Setup procedure, above each procedure may be used in the following cases:

Case 1: When to establish new PDU session for the UE

To establish new PDU session and allocate resources to it, the PDU Session Setup procedure seems to be suitable among above procedures. In this procedure, the NGC may provide the New RAN with QoS related information and UPGW tunnel ID for PDU session to be established. As acknowledgement, the New RAN may send the New RAN tunnel ID for PDU session established to the NGC.
Case 2: When to add, modify and delete the QoS flow related information for established PDU session

According to section 9.1 in TR [1], the following design principle was agreed:

Key principles for QoS in RAN
The following design principles for handling PDU Sessions and QoS flows related context data and respective resources at the New RAN apply:

During the lifetime of PDU Session context, the per PDU session QoS profile may be modified, added or deleted.


Above sentence means that it is possible to change QoS profiles within the established PDU session. To add new QoS flow related information, modify and delete QoS flow related information provided previously within the established PDU session, the use of PDU Session Modify procedure is proper. In this procedure, the NGC may provide the New RAN with QoS flow related information to be added or to be modified. Also, it may request the release of QoS flow related information to the New RAN.
Case 3: When to release one or more PDU sessions among the established PDU sessions

To release one or more PDU sessions for the UE among the established PDU sessions, the PDU Session Release procedure seems to be appropriate. After this procedure is performed, at least one PDU session for the UE should remain.
3. Conclusion
In this contribution, we focused on PDU Session Management procedures and provided our view on it. The following proposal is kindly suggested to RAN3:
Proposal 1: It is proposed to agree the TP [2] for TR 38.801.
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
