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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 has discussed the various scenarios of dual connectivity in 5GS where the split of traffic is done in the UPF (NR-NR DC, Scenario 4A, scenario 7A) and confirmed the agreement already done at RAN2#97bis in April 2017 that:
NR/NR DC should support that different QoS flows of the same PDU session can be mapped to MgNB and SgNB. In the case of NR/NR DC where different QoS flows of the same PDU session are mapped to MgNB and SgNB then there is one SDAP entity in the MgNB and one in SgNB for that PDU session

From NG interface perspective, this means that there are two dual connectivity options per PDU session:
· Either the whole PDU session is offloaded from Master NG-RAN node to Secondary NG-RAN node and the UPF splits the traffic at the PDU session level granularity,

· Or a subset of the QoS flows of the PDU session are offloaded to the secondary NG-RAN node while the rest of the QoS flows are still directed to the Master NG-RAN node. In this case, there are two simultaneous tunnel terminations at NG-RAN for this PDU session and the UPF splits the traffic at the QoS flow level granularity. 

RAN3 has agreed the attached Text Proposal reflecting this RAN2/RAN3 agreement for the NG interface.
