The Connection Establishment Indication procedure enables the MME to provide information to the eNB to complete the establishment of the UE-associated logical S1-connection in case of Control Plane CIoT EPS Optimization either 
· after receiving INITIAL UE MESSAGE message if the MME has no NAS PDU to send in DL, or
· after receiving an eNB CP RELOCATION INDICATION message.
The UE Radio Capability may be provided from the MME to the eNB in this procedure. If the UE radio capability is not included, this may trigger the eNB to request the UE Radio Capability from the UE and to provide it to the MME in the UE CAPABILITY INFO INDICATION message.
NAS-level security information is provided in case the UE-associated logical S1-signalling connection is established for a UE that supports Control Plane CIoT EPS optimizations after the MME receives an eNB CP RELOCATION INDICATION message from the eNB, as described in TS 33.401 [22].
This procedure is initiated by the MME.

eNB CP Relocation Indication 
The eNB CP Relocation Indication procedure is only applicable for UEs that support Control Plane CIoT EPS optimizations and for which no E-RABs have been setup. The purpose of the eNB CP Relocation Indication procedure is to request the MME to authenticate the UE’s re-establishment request as described in TS 33.401 [22], and initiate the establishment of the UE-associated logical S1-connection after the UE has initiated a RRC Re-establishment procedure in a new eNB.
When the new eNB receives the RRCConnectionReestablishmentRequest message, it triggers the eNB CP Relocation Indication procedure including NAS-level security information received from the UE. If the MME authenticates the request, it initiates the Connection Establishment Indication procedure including NAS-level security information to be sent to the UE in the RRCConnectionReestablishment message. In case the MME cannot authenticate the UE’s request, the CONNECTION ESTABLISHMENT INDICATION message does not contain security information, and the eNB shall fail the RRC Re-establishment.

Interactions with the MME CP Relocation procedure:

In case of successful UE authentication, the MME may initiate the MME CP Relocation procedure in order to trigger the old eNB to return non-delivered NAS PDUs to the MME.

MME CP Relocation Indication
The MME CP Relocation Indication procedure is only applicable for UEs that support Control Plane CIoT EPS optimizations and for which no E-RABs have been setup. The purpose of the MME CP Relocation Indication procedure is to to inform the previously serving eNB that the UE’s connection is to be relocated to a new eNB after the applicable UE experienced radio link failure. 

The MME initiates the MME CP Relocation Indication procedure following successful authentication of the UE’s request using NAS-level security information received in a S1AP: eNB CP RELOCATION INDICATION message from the eNB that received the UE’s re-establishment request. Upon reception of the MME CP RELOCATION INDICATION message, the old eNB shall terminate the delivery of downlink NAS messages previously received from the MME, and initiate NAS Non Delivery Indication procedure(s) to report the non-delivery of any such messages.
