Bearer Setup

8.2.x.1
General

The purpose of the Bearer Setup procedure is to assign resources on Uu and F1 for one or several bearers and to setup corresponding Data Radio Bearers for a given UE. The procedure uses UE-associated signaling.

The gNB-CU initiates the procedure by sending a BEARER SETUP REQUEST message to the gNB-DU. 

Upon reception of the BEARER SETUP REQUEST message, and if resources are available for the requested configuration, the gNB-DU shall execute the requested bearer configuration. For each bearer, based on the QoS Flow Level QoS Profiles IE, the gNB-DU shall establish a Data Radio Bearer and allocate the required resources on Uu. The gNB-DU shall pass the RRC Container IE to the UE. The gNB-DU shall allocate the required resources on F1 for the bearers requested to be established.

The BEARER SETUP REQUEST message may contain

the PDU Session Resource Aggregated Maximum Bitrate IE. 

If the PDU Session Resource Aggregated Maximum Bitrate IE is included in the BEARER SETUP REQUEST the gNB-DU shall

-
replace the previously provided PDU Session Resource Aggregate Maximum Bitrate by the received PDU Session Resource Aggregate Maximum Bitrate e in the UE context;

use the received PDU Session Resource Aggregate Maximum Bitrate for the concerned PDU session.
If the PDU Session Resource Aggregated Maximum Bitrat IE is not contained in the BEARER SETUP REQUEST message, the gNB-DU shall use the previously provided UE Aggregate Maximum Bit Rate which
