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Introduction
[bookmark: _GoBack]In R3-173974 we discuss the need for introducing the configuration update in both directions over the F1 interface. The gNB-DU may initiate a gNB-DU Configuration Update to inform the gNB-CU about: (1) Cell parameters update, (2) System information update and (3) Cell addition/release. The gNB-CU may initiate a gNB-CU Configuration Update to inform the gNB-CU about: (1) Cell parameters that need to be reconfigured for inter-cell coordination, (2) System information update and (3) Cell activation/deactivation request. In this contribution, we present text proposal for TS 38.470 to reflect this discussion.
