This contribution provides analyses on the necessary updates of V1AP procedures based on the F1AP progress of 

Interface Management and UE Context Management.
2   Discussion

2.1   Interface Management

There were two agreements on the F1 Interface Management:

F1AP shall support the update of configuration information between the CU and the DU (direction is FFS).

F1AP support for configuration information update shall use Class 1 procedure.

It means that the configuration update procedure will be supported, which could also be used in V1 interface.
Proposal 1: add configuration update procedure in V1AP.

2.2   UE Context Management
There were several agreements/WAs on the F1 UE Context Management:

Introduce Class 1 F1AP UE context setup procedure (name and description are FFS) initiated by the gNB-CU

WA: Use UE Context Management procedures (name is FFS) to also manage bearer information

Both CU-initiated and DU-initiated modification procedures are needed
Procedures shall be Class 1
Introduce 2 UE Context Release procedures (name and class FFS):

1) DU-initiated release “required” (Class 2)

2) CU-initiated release command (Class 1)

It means that for the UE Context Management Function, there are several procedures to be supported, includes F1AP UE Context Setup, UE Context Modify and UE context Release procedures, these procedures could also be used in V1 interface.

Proposal 2: Add UE Context Management Procedures in V1AP, includes UE Context Setup, UE Context Modify and UE context Release procedures

3   Proposals
Based on the progress of F1 interface, we further analysed the corresponding procedures in V1 interface, and get the following proposals:
Proposal 1: add configuration update procedure in V1AP.

Proposal 2: Add UE Context Management Procedures in V1AP, includes UE Context Setup, UE Context Modify and UE context Release procedures
It is also proposed to capture the text proposal in section 4 into the TR.

V1 Setup: To establish a V1 interface between the eNB-CU and eNB-DU

V1 Reset: To reset the V1 interface
-
Configuration Update: To update the configuration information needed between the eNB-CU and eNB-DU to interoperate correctly on the V1 interface. (Direction is FFS).
-
Error Indication: To report detected errors in one incoming message
7.3.y UE Context Management procedures

UE Context Setup: To establish the UE Context.
-
UE Context Modification: To modify the established UE Context.
-
UE context Release Request (eNB-DU initiated): to enable the eNB-DU to request the eNB-CU to release the UE-associated logical V1-connection.
-
UE context Release (eNB-CU initiated): to enable the eNB-CU to order the release of the UE-associated logical connection.
