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Summary of changes:

MR-DC related agreements moved from TS 38.300:

· "Two C-RNTIs are independently allocated to the UE: one for MCG, and one for SCG." included in new section 7.8.
· "RLF is declared separately for the MCG and for the SCG" (clarification of existing text in TS 37.340) included in section 7.7.
· On roaming and access restrictions for MR-DC with 5GC, in section 11.1.
· On SPS and BSR configuration, triggering and reporting, in section 6.1.
Other clarifications:

· Addition of a note in section 4.1.1 saying that although MR-DC is designed based on the assumption of non-ideal backhaul between the different nodes it can also be used in case of ideal backhaul.
· Removal of the sentence "In MR-DC, E-UTRA PDCP supports duplication and duplicate detection of control plane PDCP PDUs (similarly to NR PDCP) , to allow RRC PDUs duplication via MCG split SRB.”  in section 6.3, based on the agreement that “NR-PDCP is used for ‘MCG split or duplicate SRB’”.
· Clarification in section 7.2 that "When SRB3 is configured, reports for measurements configured by the SN are sent on SRB3."
· Clarification in section 9 that "In EN-DC, for bearers anchored to the MN the network configures the UE with KeNB; for bearers anchored to the SN the network configures the UE with S-KgNB.
