UE Context Release procedure

At handover, the UE Context Release procedure is initiated by the target eNB to signal to the source eNB that resources for the handed over UE context can be released.
For DC, the UE Context Release procedure is initiated by the MeNB to finally release the resources at the SeNB for the specific UE once either the SeNB initiated or the MeNB initiated SeNB Release Procedure has been performed.
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Figure 20.2.2.3-1: UE Context Release procedure for handover and DC
At handover, by sending UE CONTEXT RELEASE the target eNB informs the source eNB of Handover success and triggers the release of resources.
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Figure 20.2.2.3-2: UE Context Release procedure for EN-DC.
For EN-DC, the UE Context Release procedure is initiated by the MeNB to finally release the UE context at the SgNB.

SN Status Transfer procedure

The purpose of the SN Status Transfer procedure is to transfer the uplink PDCP SN and HFN receiver status and the downlink PDCP SN and HFN transmitter status either, from the source to the target eNB during an X2 handover, or between eNB and gNB involved in EN-DC, for each respective E-RAB for which PDCP SN and HFN status preservation applies.
