Discussion
The attached TP provides technical updates and corrections for TS 38.413 to e.g. reflect RAN3 agreements, harmonize text introduced by different companies, resolve inconsistencies between specs, resolve obvious technical errors that went unnoticed when pCRs were agreed, etc.

SUMMARY OF CHANGES:

1) Sections 9.2.6.1 and 9.2.6.4: The “eNote” about TAs is removed, since RAN3 already agreed on the encoding of TAC in section 9.3.3.10

2) Sections 9.3.1.13 and 9.3.1.24: Text related to Notification Control is deleted from the PDU Session List IE and QoS Flow List IE descriptions, since these IEs are not relevant for Notification Control (i.e. this text should have been deleted by R3-180554 but was missed). 

3) Restructuring and cleanup of SMF related IEs:

· A new section (9.3.4) was created for SMF Related IEs, which are all transparent to the AMF. Twelve IEs from section 9.3.1 were cut & pasted into the new section. Yellow highlighted text in 9.3.1 was “dropped” (i.e. not pasted to 9.3.4) as editorial fix. Green highlighted text in 9.3.4 was “added” (i.e. did not exist in 9.3.1) as editorial fix.

· Some of the SMF Related IEs were renamed for consistency.  The IEs are named “[message name] Transfer IE” and most updates were purely editorial. However, in section 9.2.1.2, the PDU Session Split In UPF Information Transfer IE was renamed PDU Session Resource Setup Response Transfer 2 IE and some text added to the semantics description (“Result for each individual PDU session resource setup in the S-NG-RAN node in case of split in UPF”).
4) Editorials
OBSERVATIONS:

It seems that usage of the term PDU Session Resource has become accepted in RAN3, and there are currently 225 instances of this term in TS 38.413.  This is distinguished from PDU Session, of which there are 201 instances.
It could be useful to introduce an acronym for PDU Session Resource (as well as a definition), since it is a heavily used and cumbersome term. An acronym could improve the readability of the spec (e.g. message and IE names) and possibly improve searches (e.g. when searching PDU Session, then all instances of PDU Session Resource also appear).

It would be beneficial to decide at an early stage (e.g. prior to sending specs to March plenary for information) whether to introduce an acronym. Although editorial, it will likely become more difficult to introduce later.  One possible acronym could be “PSR”.
