[CT1 answer] Yes, CT1 will use the same delivery mechanism as EPS to signal the UE security capabilities including the security algorithms used in AS layer over 5G NAS layer to the AMF. CT1 understand the AMF will provide the received UE security algorithms to the NG-RAN node over N2 interface but this needs to be confirmed by RAN3.
