This was because RAN3 has already agreed to introduce this IE in Initial UL RRC Message Transfer message. However, this information (newUEIdentity) is already included in CellGroupConfig IE as part of RRC container. Therefore, to avoid redundant information, we propose to remove this IE from the relavant messages.

Proposal 1: It is proposed to remove C-RNTI IE from the Initial UL RRC Message Transfer message.
Proposal 2: It is proposed to agree on the TP provided in the Annex for TS 38.473 (BL CR for SA).
