The purpose of the RAN Paging procedure is to enable the NG-RAN node1 to request paging of a UE in the NG-RAN node2.

The procedure uses non UE-associated signalling.

The RAN Paging procedure is triggered by the NG-RAN node1 by sending the PAGING message to the NG-RAN node2, in which the necessary information e.g. UE Paging Identity should be provided.
If the RAN Paging Priority IE is included in the RAN PAGING message, the NG-RAN node2 may use it to prioritize paging.

The Assistance Data for Paging IE may be included in the RAN PAGING message, and if present the NG-RAN node2 may use it according to TS 38.300.
