This paper discusses and proposes to introduce additional cause values in TS 38.473. CR is also provided in [1].

Discussion

2.1
Cell Not Available
At the last RAN3#99 meeting, the possibility to introduce “Cell Not Available” cause value was briefly discussed, but no conclusion. In the case where cell delete is triggered by e.g. O&M, there are still UEs in the gNB-DU or new UE Context Setup Request messages will be received before removing all the UEs associated such cell. Currently, there is no appropriate cause value to set when rejected. Therefore, it should be necessary to have a common cause value as “Cell Not Available” which is already in X2.
Proposal 1: Agree to introduce additional cause value “Cell Not Available”.

RL Failure
Next, there is a cause value “RLC failure” as a result of R3-174590. As it hinted “NW could trigger intra-cell HO to flush the layer2 when it detects the maximum RLC retransmission exceedance in DL RLC.”, such general indication is not sufficient since gNB-CU could not distinguish the cases of “logical protocol error” and “physical link error”. For example, the gNB-CU may not need to release SpCell in case of logical error, but it should release the SpCell in case of physical link error like RLF. Note that Radio Link Outage indication over U-plane is generally used for keeping the session to support faster centralized retransmission in case of multiple gNB-DUs.
For logical error case, the gNB-DU may inform it by UE Context Modification Required message expecting that the gNB-CU may just refresh RLC with e.g. intra-cell handover by gNB-CU initiated UE Context Modification procedure. On the other hand, for physical link error case, the gNB-DU expects that the gNB-CU should release the SpCell because the gNB-CU does not need to release the UE context itself.

Therefore, it is necessary to introduce additional cause value e.g. “RL failure” which clearly mandates the gNB-CU to release the SpCell (PSCell or PCell). 
Proposal 2: Agree to introduce additional cause value “RL failure”.

Proposal 3: It is proposed to agree on the CR provided in [1] for TS 38.473.
