Discussion
At the previous RAN3 meeting, the issue of UE paging identities for RAN-based and CN-based paging was discussed. In the SA BL CR for 38.473, the IEs RAN UE paging identity and CN UE paging identity were included in the paging message with FFS for the actual content of the IE.
In the last RAN2 meeting the following were decided:
· For RAN paging, I-RNTI is used as the UE identity in the paging record.
· 5G S-TMSI will be used for CN paging
Based on the above we propose the following
Proposal 1	In the F1-AP paging message the I-RNTI is used as the UE paging identity for RAN-based paging.
Proposal 2	In the F1-AP paging message the 5G S-TMSI is used as the UE paging identity for CN-based paging.
Conclusion

Proposal 1	In the F1-AP paging message the I-RNTI is used as the UE paging identity for RAN-based paging.
Proposal 2	In the F1-AP paging message the 5G S-TMSI is used as the UE paging identity for CN-based paging.
