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1 Description and Proposal
This paper summarizes the offline discussions on NGAP aspects in three points.
Assuming that the NG RAN node will activate AS security if required, the security information is made mandatory in the Initial Context Setup message. When the AMF can determine that there is no need to activate security, NAS messages can be signaled via the DL NAS Transport. 

During the offline it was recognized that there are scenarios which require to secure signaling only connections such as the emergency fallback. It was also identified that there are scenarios in which signaling connections do not need to be secured.
It was also discussed that to leave maximum flexibility, it should be possible that NG-RAN nodes could be configured by the operator to not always activate security depending on conditions known in the NG-RAN node only. This is covered by procedural text in section 8.3.1.2.
Finally, the UE aggregate maximum bit rate is only needed when the Initial Context Setup includes the PDU session Resource List. Therefore, the IE was made conditional in the message, based on the presence of PDU Session Resource List IE.
