2 Discussion
For UE capability coordination and UE power coordination, the procedure is as follows:

Step1:MN sends the allowed BC/BPC list and the P-max to SN which is included in SCG-CONFIGINFO IE

Step2:SN selects the BC/BPC based on the allowed list provided by MN and also adopt the P-max

Step 3:SN decides to request a different BC and/or the SN decided to request a different BPC and/or the SN decided to request more power for the UE in NR side. It would include the requested information in CG-CONFIG IE and send to MN via SgNB Modification Required message.

Step 4:If MN could not completely accept the request from SN, for example, it could only accept the requested BC/BPC while it could not assign the requested power for the UE in NR side, should MN provide the updated allowed BC/BPC list and the updated P-max that it could assigned for SN via SgNB Modification Request message or just completely refuse the whole request via SgNB Modification Refuse message?  
For step 4, different companies have different understanding. 

From RAN2 point of view, since the information is already included in RRC container, there is no RAN3 efforts to support the UE capability coordination and UE power coordination. However, there are some RAN3 details that is out of the scope of RAN2. So, the proposal is as follow: 
Proposal: It is proposed for RAN3 to check with RAN2 internally on step 4 and then if needed RAN3 could consider how to support the UE capability coordination and UE power coordination in next RAN3 meeting. 
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
