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Introduction

The TS38.473 v1.0.0 for R15 has been published after RAN plenary. Some updates or corrections are proposed to be discussed in this paper.  
Discussion
1) In Section 8.3.1.1, the following sentence seems not correct for EN-DC case, in this case, the SRB1 establishment is triggered by CU.

The purpose of the UE Context Setup procedure is to establish the UE Context including among others SRB, and DRB data. The procedure uses UE-associated signalling.

We do not have a formal definition on “other SRB”, SRB1(s)/2(s)/3 have been introduced for NR. For EN-DC case, at least SRB1(s)/3 can be triggered to be established by CU via the UE Context Setup procedure.

Furthermore, UE Context Modification procedure/the UE Context Modification Required procedure is used to modify DRB and SRB resources, which also needs to align with TS38.470. The update proposed for UE Context Modification procedure in Section8.4.3.1 and UE Context Modification Required procedure are shown as below.

Proposal1: Update the following text:
Section 8.3.1.1

The purpose of the UE Context Setup procedure is to establish the UE Context including among SRB, and DRB data. The procedure uses UE-associated signalling.

Section 8.3.4.1
The purpose of the UE Context Modification procedure is to modify the established UE Context, e.g., establishing, modifying and releasing DRB and SRB resources. This procedure is also used to command the gNB-DU to stop data transmission for the UE. The procedure uses UE-associated signalling.

Section 8.3.5.1

The purpose of the UE Context Modification Required procedure is to modify the established UE Context, e.g., modifying and releasing DRB and SRB resources. The procedure uses UE-associated signalling.

The description text for optional IE “gNB-DU UE F1AP ID” is missing in UE Context Setup procedure.

Proposal2: Add the following text:
Add the below text in Section 8.3.1.2

If the gNB-DU UE F1AP ID IE is contained in the UE CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message, the gNB-DU shall regard that the UE-associated logical F1-connection has established.

For the EN-DC UE context setup failure case, the gNB-DU UE F1AP ID is not necessary to be included in the UE CONTEXT SETUP FAILURE message.

Add the below text in Section 8.3.1.3

If the gNB-DU UE F1AP ID IE is contained in the UE CONTEXT SETUP FAILURE message, the gNB-CU shall release the corresponding UE-associated logical F1-connection.

The description text for optional IE “CU to DU RRC Information” is missing in UE Context Modification procedure.

Proposal3: Add the following text:

Add the below text in Section 8.3.4.2

If the CU to DU RRC Information IE is contained in the UE CONTEXT MODIFICATION REQUEST message, the gNB-DU shall perform the RRC information update, and if successful reports the update in the UE CONTEXT MODIFICATION RESPONSE message.

Correction on UE Context Modification Required procedure
Proposal4: Update the following text:
Section 8.3.5.2
If the gNB-CU received the MeNB Resource Coordination Information as defined in TS 36.423 [9], after completion of UE Context Modification Required procedures, the gNB-CU shall transparently transfer it to the gNB-DU via the Resource Coordination Transfer Container IE in the UE CONTEXT MODIFICATION CONFIRM message. The gNB-DU shall use the information received in the Resource Coordination Transfer Container IE as described in TS 36.423 [9] for reception of MeNB Resource Coordination Information at the gNB acting as secondary node.

Proposal5: Add the following text:

Section 8.3.5.2

If the DU to CU RRC Information IE is contained in the UE CONTEXT MODIFICATION REQUIRED message, the gNB-CU shall accept or reject the update.

The corresponding CR for TS38.473 is provided in [1].
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
