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1   Introduction
RAN2 has agreed that both DRB level and QoS flow level offloading are supported in NR DC. In this paper, we intend to analyse the remaining issue on QoS flow offloading for Option 7, i.e., cause value.
2   Discussion
At last RAN3 meetings, it was agreed that QoS flow level admission control is performed by the target node during handover procedure or Multi-RAT DC related procedures including the SN addition request, SN modification request messages and etc. 
And in TS 38. 423, these QoS flow list not admitted are included as follows.

However so far the Cause IE due to the QoS flow level admission control is not present yet. When the target NG-RAN node sends the rejected QoS flow list to the NG-RAN node, it is beneficial to include a list of appropriate cause values for each rejected QoS flow. These cause vales may include

· No resource available;

· Not supported 5QI;

· Invalid QoS parameter etc. 

Based on the cause value, the source NG-RAN could identify the rejected cause and take proper actions for latter handover or offloading procedures. 
Proposal: The above list of cause values should be included for each rejected QoS flow. 
3   Conclusion
This paper discusses the DRB level and QoS flow level offloading for Option 7. We provide the following proposal.
