AMF planed removal
· A new procedure should be defined to indicate a specific AMF unavailability from AMF to NG RAN. RAN3 meeting already agreed the AMF Status Indication procedure in TS38.410 Sec 6.6. FFS on the details of the procedure, e.g. whether a separate NGAP procedure needs to be introduced.
· the AMF provides the NG-RAN node with (see 23.501 4.2.7.1):

· configured GUAMI(s)d node 

· optionally, for each GUAMI a corresponding backup AMF Name
· weight factor of the AMF within the AMF set; and
